Improving Soil Fertility: Trees fix nitrogen and add organic matter to the
soil.
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3. Microclimate Regulation: Trees provide shade and reduce extreme

temperature variations.
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4. Biodiversity Enhancement: Trees create habitatsifer variousispecies,

increasing biodiversity.
