Stone Intifada, was a sustained series of protests,actsof civil
disobedience and riots carried out by Palestinians.in the Israeli-
occupied Palestinian territories and Israel.

Definition and Duration: The First Intifada'was a Palestinian uprising
against Israeli occupation in the Wést Bank,and Gaza Strip, lasting
from December 1987 to 1993.
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Causes: The uprising was triggered by long-standing grievances such
as land confis€ationjeconomic hardship, and political repression
faced by Palestinians under Israeli rule.
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Forms of Protest: The Intifada involved widespread demonstrations,
strikes, boycotts of Israeli products, and civil disobedience, with
youths often throwing stones at Israeli forces.
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Impact and Consequences: The First Intifada drew international
attention to the Palestinian cause, leading to the Oslo Accords in

1993, which aimed to achieve a peace process between Israelis and
Palestinians.
