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CAUSES OF OVER URBANISATION IN INDIA. HOW CAN THIS BE REDUCED  

Causes of Over-Urbanization in India 

Rural-Urban Migration

distress in rural areas push people towards cities for better prospects. 

Cities offer perceived advantages like jobs, healthcare, and education, leading 

to an influx of migrants. 
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Population Growth 

High birth rates in urban areas add to the existing population burden. 

Combined with migration, this leads to overcrowding in cities. 
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Industrialization 

Rapid industrial growth around urban centers creates job opportunities, 

attracting workers from rural areas. 

This unplanned urban growth leads to congestion and inadequate housing.

Development is concentrated in a few cities, while rural and small-town areas 

remain neglected. 

This disparity drives migration to urban hubs. 
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Inadequate Urban Planning

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Measures to Reduce Over-Urbanization
