DISCUSS THE ROLE OF POLITICAL PARTIES IN THE MAKING OF FOREIGN 

POLICY. 

1. Influence on Policy Formulation 

Political parties play a key role in shaping the direction of a nation's foreign 

policy. The ruling party, especially, has the power to define international 

relationships, agreements, and priorities. The foreign policy is often based on 

the ideologies and goals of the ruling political party. 
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Example: When a party with a strong national security stance, like the BJP in 

India, comes to power, it may focus on strengthening defense ties with countries 

like the US and Israel. 

2. Opposition’s Role in Shaping Debate 

Even though the ruling party takes the lead, opposition parties often challenge 

and question foreign policy decisions. They may suggest alternative approaches, 

which can lead to adjustments in policy to reflect a broader perspective. 
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Example: In the US, the opposition party may challenge the sitting 

government’s foreign trade agreements or military interventions, as seen during 

debates about the Iraq War. 

3. Political Ideologies Impact Policy 

Political ideologies (such as conservatism, liberalism, or socialism) influence 

how parties approach foreign policy. For instance, a liberal party might 

advocate for international cooperation and climate agreements, while a 

conservative party may prioritize national interests and security. 
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Example: The Congress party in India has historically focused on non-

alignment, while the BJP focuses more on strengthening national security and 

strategic ties. 

4. Election Promises and Voter Expectations 

Political parties often base their foreign policy stance on the promises made 

during elections. Once elected, they may work to fulfill these promises, which 

influences diplomatic decisions, trade agreements, and defense relationships. 
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Example: If a party promises to improve ties with neighboring countries, like 

Pakistan or China, they may focus on peace talks and border negotiations during 

their tenure. 

5. Foreign Policy Consistency and Party Leadership 

Consistency in foreign policy can depend on the leadership within a political 

party. Strong, visionary leaders tend to keep the foreign policy goals intact, 

regardless of political changes, while weaker leadership may lead to frequent 

policy shifts. 
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Example: The leadership of leaders like India’s former Prime Minister 

Jawaharlal Nehru maintained a consistent non-aligned foreign policy stance for 

decades.

Changing Dimensions of US and EU Relations in the Post-Cold War Era 

1. End of Bipolarity and Emergence of a Unipolar World 

o The end of the Cold War marked the collapse of the Soviet Union, 
resulting in the emergence of the United States as the sole global 
superpower. This shift led to the restructuring of international 
relations, with the EU focusing on internal integration and the US 
consolidating its leadership role globally.

o With the collapse of communist regimes in Eastern Europe, the EU 
expanded to include former Soviet states. This expanded EU 
framework allowed the US to foster stronger ties with new members 
while promoting stability and democracy in the region.

o One of the most significant rifts between the US and EU emerged 
during the Iraq War in 2003. While the US led the invasion, several 
European countries, particularly France and Germany, opposed the 
military action, creating tension within NATO and transatlantic 
relations. 
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4. Economic Interdependence and Trade Relations 

o The US and the EU are two of the largest economies in the world, and 
their economic interdependence has grown in the post-Cold War era. 
They have established significant trade relations, with both sides 
pushing for free trade agreements and cooperation on issues like 
data privacy, intellectual property, and regulation. 
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5. Climate Change and Environmental Policies 

o In recent years, the US and EU have worked together on global 
challenges such as climate change. However, differences have arisen, 
especially during the Trump administration when the US withdrew 
from the Paris Agreement, which the EU strongly supported.

The US and EU, while sometimes having 
differing approaches, share common concerns over China's growing 
influence and Russia's aggressive actions in Ukraine and elsewhere.

o With the increasing importance of technology, both the US and the 
EU have recognized the need to cooperate on cybersecurity issues. 
They have focused on combating cyber threats and ensuring secure 
digital infrastructures, though there are ongoing discussions on data 
protection laws and tech regulation.
